With Captain Grant Herreid, dy-

namic fullback, crashing the cen-
ter of the line, driving off tackle, 
and skirting the ends for consist-
eat gains, the Moorhead High 
School Spuds ground out a 26-6 
victory over a stubborn M. S. T. C. 
Baby Dragon football team in a 
game played this morning on the 
M. S. T. C. field. Herreid scored 
three of the Spud touchdowns and 
passed to Curtis Thompson for the 
fourth to furnish the "punch" to 
an attack which rolled up a total 
of 17 first downs. 

The Baby Dragons, fighting hard, 
held off the Spud onslaught 
throughout the first quarter and it 
was not until the second period that 
Herreid crashed over for the first 
score from the four-yard line after 
lugging the ball practically single-
handed in a series of plays which 
started on the Spud 20-yard line. 
The try for point was blocked by 
Bob Peterson, Baby Dragon half-
back. 

Passes to Thompson 
The second score came after Her-

reid and Barney Lotzer had alter-
nated in carrying the ball to the 
Baby Dragon 32-yard line, from 
which point Herreid fired a pass to 
Curtis Thompson who went over 
the goal line standing up. The try 
for point again failed and the count 
remained 12-0 as the half ended. 

Coming back strong in the sec-
ond half, the Baby Dragons drove 
down the field from their own 20-
yard line to score on a pass from 
Tommy McCormick to Ralph Peter-
son. The college high eleven had 
maneuvered into scoring position by 
virtue cf a 22-yard run around end 
by Ed Johnson, husky fullback, and 
a 25-yard pass from McCormick to 
Ralph Pederson. The try for point 
failed, leaving the count 12-6 in the 
Spuds' favor. 

Then the Spuds flashed forth 
sgain as Herreid intercepted a pass 
on the Baby Dragon 35-yard mark-
er and scored in a series of line 
drives. Larson kicked the point. 
The final tally came when the 
Spuds recovered a Baby Dragon 
fumble on the 25-yard line and 
drove for a score, with Herreid 
again going over. Larson again 
converted. The game ended with-
out any further threats from either 
team. 

Larson and Midgarden Star

DILWORTH EEVEN 
HOLDS MAHNOMEN 
TO 2 6 - 6 DECISION 
THROWS PANIC INTO INVADERS 

WITH TOUCHDOWN MARCH 
IN FIRST PERIOD 

Two Touchdowns By High-Powered 
Crew Due To Inexperience Of 

Pass Defense 

A game Dilworth high school 
football team, outclassed and out-
weighed, but never outfought, turn-
ed a mediocre season into a par-
tially successful one Friday after-
noon when it held the stampeding 
Mahnomen machine to a 26 to 6 
triumph on the Dilworth field. 

Trampled by Moorhead, Pelican 
Rapids, and the Teachers college 
high school teams during a hectic 
season, the Locomotives rose to 
great heights in their game stand 
against an eleven which led the 
entire state in prep grid scoring 
until a week ago. 

Sought Big Total 
Mahnomen, reduced to second 

place in the list of high scorers 
last week, came to Dilworth with 
the expressed idea of rolling up a 
total that would definitely intrench 
it on the peak again. 

But the doughty Locomotives had 
other ideas. In the very first per-
iod they marched from their own 
20-yard line right down the field to 
Mahnomen's 19 and Altobelle pass-
ed to Captain Norberg for a touch-
down that spotted the home club a 
6 to 0 lead at the end of the peri-
od and gave berth to near panic 
on the Mahnomen bench. 

But the speedy burly backs of the 
invading club got under way in the 
second period and Mahnomen led 
13 to 6 at the half. They added 
another 13 points in the third quar-
ter, and then Dilworth braced and 
held their touted opponents score-
less in the final period. 

Line Play Brilliant 
The Dilworth line, outweighed at 

least 10 pounds to the man, check-
ed the Mahnomen thrusts at every 
turn. Mahnomen was forced to take 
to the air for the first score, a long 
aerial putting the ball on the three 
yard line. Twice Dilworth repuls-
ed the attack. Then the weight of 
the invaders told, and the ball was 
pushed across. 

Mahnomen's second and third 
scores also were the result of pass-
es, long ones which might easily 
have been intercepted by Dilworth 
backs had not these inexperienced 
youths overrun the ball and allow-
ed Mahnomen receivers to leap up 
and catch the ball behind their 
backs. 

The fourth Mahnomen score came 
after Dilworth had been penalized 
15 yards to their own 5 yard line. 
Norberg got off a bad punt and the 
invaders pushed it over in three 
line plays. 

The game wound up the football 
season for the Locomotives.

The Dragons opened up with an 
aerial attack to deadlock the count 
in the second quarter. Two passes 
brought the ball to the St. Cloud 
15-yard line and another overhead 
toss, Milt Hollister to Willard 
Burke, netted the touchdown. Co-
captain Julian Bjerkness placekick-
ed the extra point that gave Moor-
head a 7 to 6 lead at half time. 

Hollister's 27 yard gallop around 
end from kick formation gave the 
Dragons their second counter in the 
final period. Bjerkness' try for the 
point was wide. 

13 First Downs 
The Dragons amassed 13 first 

downs to St. Cloud's 4. Two of St. 
Cloud's first downs were by penalty 
and only one was registered by 
rushing. At that, St. Cloud was the 
only team in the conference to hold 
the Dragons under 17 points and 
shares honors with Concordia in 
holding the Dragons as low as 13. 
Other Dragon scores have been 19-7, 
26-0, 17-0, and 44-0. 

Hollister paced the Dragon at-
tack and Bjerkness was outstanding 
in the line. 

Other games next week send Con-
cordia to Sioux Falls to meet Au-
gustana in a non-conference clash 
and Moorhead high school's Spuds 
plan to continue their football 
series with the Teachers' college 
high school's Baby Dragons either 
Friday afternoon or Saturday morn-
ing, barring unpleasant weather.

Geared For Comeback 
After surprising defeats by Ne-

braska, 14-13, and Iowa State, 31-6, 
Iowa was geared for a mighty 
comeback in its second conference 
game. Coach Ossie Solem has sent 
the Iowa boys through a lot of sec-
ret maneuvers during the week and 
every loyal son of Iowa expects the 
Hawkeyes to come up with some 
gridiron magic that even Minneso-
ta's Vikings won't be able to match. 

At least five players who never 
have started a football game for 
Iowa were expected to answer the 
opening whistle. The only sure 
thing about the Iowa lineup was 
that Dick Crayne would start at 
fullback and Oze Simmons, the Tex-
as negro, at right halfback. 

"We had a great football team 
once this season when we beat 
Northwestern," said Coach Solem, 
"and we'll have another one today. 
The morale of the players is better 
than at any time since the North-
western game." 

Gophers Aren't Bragging 
Minnesota has experienced some 

evil autumn afternoons in Iowa 
City, so the Gophers didn't come 
here boasting of their 20-0 triumph 
over Nebraska or their 13-7 victory 
over Pittsburgh. 

"We expect one of our hardest 
games of the season from Iowa," 
said Coach Bernie Bierman. 

In 1928 Iowa upset Minnesota 7-6, 
in the last period, and the follow-
ing year beat the Gophers in the 
last two minutes of play, 9-7. 

Minnesota was in tip-top shape, 
with its star ball carriers, Pug Lund, 
Stan Kostka, 215-pound fullback, 
and Julius Alphonse all ready to 
make their first assault of the sea-
son on a conference line.

Amid the cheers of several thou-
sand spectators who were present 
to greet the Louisiana senator and 
his football expedition, Long was 
deputized as a state game warden 
as he stepped from the train.

Tex Rickard sat at his big mahog-
any desk one afternoon and mulled 
over the possibilities for a heavy-
weight championship fight that 
would draw the kind of a gate he 
liked. Scene of the fight, prefer-
ably New York. Tex knew his New 
York and the kind of a fight that 
would pack 'em in. All of a sudden 
Tex began to think aloud. 

"Yes sirree," said Tex. "That's 
what I've got to dig up. A great 
Italian heavyweight and a great 
Jewish heavyweight. There are mil-
lions of Italians and Hebrews in this 
town and they turn out a crowd any 
time for one of their own cham-
pions. See how the Italians come 
for Johnny Dundee and the He-
brews for Benny Leonard. They 
come with a parade and a band-. 
What I've got to do is develop a big 
Johnny Dundee and a big Benny 
Leonard and match 'em. But where 
will I find 'em in heavyweight 
sixes? That's the trouble." 

Tex never had his ambition sat-
isfied. He had Jack Dempsey, who 
might partly qualify because there's 
some Jewish blood in his family. 
And he developed Firpo, who was 
half Italian. But most of the Jew-
ish fighters of that day stopped at 
the light heavyweight class, with 
the clever and rugged Battling Le-
vinsky. And the Italian giants were 
just beginning to come along. 

Camera and Max Baer would 
have been great material for Rick-
ard. How he would have ballyhooed 
that into the millions! It drew 
pretty well without Tex, but of 
course, nothing to what such a fight 
would have drawn with Rickard's 
genius behind it. 

When It Was The "Irish Knack" 
Years ago it was supposed that 

only the Irish had the fighting 
knack. Look back at the old days 
when John L.'Sullivan, Jack Demp-
sey (the Nonpareil), Jack Mc-
Auliffe, Terry McGovern, Matty 
Matthews, Jimmy Barry, Ike Weir 
(The Belfast Spider), Billy Murphy, 
Dave Sullivan, and all that lot were 
holding the championships. And a 
little later James J. Corbett. 

And before that lived the tradi-
tional hero John C. Heenan, who 
went to England and beat Sayers— 
only the crowd tore the ring down 
and stopped the fight when Sayers 
(a little fellow—little more than a 
middleweight, although champion of 
England) was beaten helpless—and 
the referee called it a draw. 

And there were John Morrissey, 
Jim Dunn, Mike OToole—ancient 
heavies who are hardly even a mem-
ory today, but who were listed 
among the champions. And who 
did John L. Sullivan have to beat 
for the heavyweight title but Pad-
dy Ryan and Jake Kilrain? The 
Irish had such a monopoly that non-
Irish fighters—Kid McCoy and 
Tommy Ryan as instances—had to 
take Irish names. 

That was all away back in the 
ancient days. The Irish had always 
been fighting with their fists and 
got a fine start on the rest of the 
world when pugilism became a pop-
ular sport. But there's no nation-
ality in fighting ability, as has been 
proved in many wars as well as in 
the ring. All races and all coun-
tries have their men of strength and 
courage. Given a start any of them 
can learn the "Irish knack" of 
handling gloves. It's no longer re-
garded as an "Irish knack." 

Just to show how boxing has de-
veloped, here are the champions af-
ter Sullivan: Jim Corbett, Ameri-
can born of Irish parentage; Bob 
Fitzsimmons, born in Cornwall, both 
pafents Irish. 

And after them came Jim Jef-
fries, American of English descent; 
Tommy Burns, French-Canadian; 
Jack Johnson, American negro; 
Jess Willard, old Colonial English-
American family, said to have some 
Indian blood like descendants of 
many early settlers; Jack Dempsey, 
American of Irish descent, one 
Jewish grandmother, and tradition 
of some Indian blood on one side 
of family in early Colonial times. 
Then came Gene Tunney, American 
of Irish descent; Max Schmeling, 
German; Jack Sharkey, American 
of Lithuanian descent; Primo Car-
nera, Italian; and Max Baer, Ameri-
can of German and Jewish descent. 

The Irish on the Wane 
In the lightweight class after the 

famous unbeaten Jack McAuliffe, 
the most prominent champions were 
K i d Lavinge, American - French; 
Frank Erne, American Swiss; Joe 
Gans, American negro; Battling 
Nelson, American of Danish par-
ents; Ad Wolgast, German-Ameri-
can; Willie Ritchie, German-Ameri-
can; Freddy Welsh, English; Benny 
Leonard, Jewish-American; Sammy 
Mandell, Italian - American; Tony 
Canzoneri, Italian - American; the 
present title holder, Barney Ross, 
Jewish-American. 

From a glance over the listed 
champions above it's evident that 
the fighting Irish are hardly as 
much in the picture as they used 
to be. In fact, there have been few 
of Irish descent, but those few were 
pretty good. Dempsey and Tunney, 
for instance. And the present wel-
terweight champion, Jimmy McLar-
nin, born in Ireland, brought up in 
Canada, naturalized in this country, 
keeps the Irish blood still in circu-
lation in ring affairs. 

Present fighters generally recog-
nized as champions in this country, 
are: Max Baer, heivyweight; Maxie 
Rosenbloom ( J e w i s h - American), 
lightweight; Teddy Yarosz (Polish-
American), middleweight; Jimmy 
McLarnin, welterweight; Barney 
Ross, lightweight; Freddy Miller 
( A m e r i c a n ) featherweight, A1 
Brown, American negro, bantam-
weight; Midget Wolgast (Italian-
American) , flyweight. 
The Heavyweight Situation—And 

Nationality 
In the heavyweight class just now 

we have a funny situation. Max 
Baer is the undoubted champion, 
and it isn't likely that Primo Car-
nera will disturb his title holding.
