Keep Candles Off
Christmas Tree

'Warning Issued By
National Safety Group

Chicago, Dec. 14 (UP)—The na-
tional safety council warned today
against using candles on Christ-
mas trees this year.

Candle companies, the council
said, are swamped with orders for
Chx:)'stmas tree candles for the first
timge in years, due to shortages in
light cords and bulbs for tree
lighting and because some sections
of the country are conserving elec-
trical power for war production.

Using lighted candles on Christ-
mas trees is one of the nations
most danderous holiday customs,
the council asserted. '

Even electric lighting is danger-
ous unless equipment is in good
condition, the council said, because
Christmas trees contain resinous
substances which are easily ignit-
ed.

Trees may be made fire-resistant,
although not entirely fireproof, by
the following process offered by
the council and recommended by
the United States department of
agriculture:

Divide the weight of the tree by
four and buy the resulting number
-of pounds of ammonium sulfate
lor calcium chloride. Dissolve the
chemical in water, using one and
a half pints per pound. Saw off
the tree stem an inch from the
end and place the fresh stem up-
right in a jar or pail of the solu-
tion in cool place away from di-
rect sunlight. The tree gradually
will absorb the moisture.

Is No-Strike

!

Pledge Weaker?

Success of Coal Miners
May Influence Others

Washington, Dec. 14 (UP)—The
war labor board’s stern attitude to-
ward defiant strikers in two Penn-
sylvania power plants focussed at-
tention today on this question:

Will the united mine workers’ ap-
parently successful use of the “out-
lawed” strike weapon encourage
similar tactics by other unions, with
consequent weakeming of the no-
strike pledge? '

That question has been a sub-
jeit of speculation since the WLB
approved the agreement negotiated
during a strike by Coal Adminis-
trator \Harold L. Ickes and UMW
President John L. Lewis. Some
unionists suggested that Lewis
demonstrated 4hat the way to win
union concessions was to fight for
them.

WLB public members warned la-
bor not to interpret its coal deci-
sion as an indication that unions
might benefit by striking. Its pol-
icy was reaffirmed yesterday when
it told officials of the utility work-
ers organizing committee (CIO)
that it would not ccnsider their
complaint against the Pennsylvania
power and light company while a
strike continued in the company’s
plants at Lansford and Pine Grove,
Pa.

Wayne L. Morse, public member
and compliance officer, notified
the union officials last night that
the case would be referred to Pres-
ident Roosevelt for action unless
the strikers returned Wednesday.
He said the board would not con-
sider the merits of teh case while
the stoppage continued.

Only Two Slapping Incidents.

Washington, Dec. 13 (UP) —Sec-
retary of War Henry L. Stimson
reported to the senate today that
the two slapping incidents already
reported in the press appeared to
be the only instances in whic!y Lieu-
tenant General George S. Patton,
Jr., has physically mistreated sol-
diers under his command in the
Mediterranean theater of war.
