Learn to say quick "goodbys," 
chink draity doorways with rolled-
up rugs, caulk your window frames, 
and you'll conserve fuel. All of these 
heat-saving methods — and more 
suggested by experts—are needed 
for the coming winter and one of 
the worst fuel shortages in the 
country's history. 

More steps? Haul out all unused 
rugs and spread around to have the 
two per cent heat that's lost 
through floors. For further fuel-
saving, line floor coverings with 
matting, Insulating blankets, or 
plain newspaper in several overlap-
ping layers. 

Trying to heat a porous house, 
experts say, Is like trying to fill a 
kitchen colander with water. By 
tightening up or Insulating points 
where cold air currents enter—leaky 
side walls, attic, doors and window 
glas^, cracks and air holes in putty 
or window panes—you can save con-
siderable heat. An Insulated attic, 
for imtance, will save as much as 
25 per cent loss of heat. 

Do you use radiators? For effi-
cient heating, keep coils free of 
dust. Don't fence them In with 
covers, don't use for drying wet 
wash, and don't cover with heavy 
curtains. If heat from radiator 
warms only one side of the room, 
turn an electric fan on it to set up 
an air current that will circulate 
through the room. Radiators will 
throw more heat back into rooms if 
you'll put behind them reflectors 
made of sheets, of plywood or com-
position painted in a light color. 

How clean is your furnace? 
Choked drafts cut heating effic-
iency, so scrape out the deposits 
that choke. Clean the flues. Re-
move nist scales and sediment from 
boiler. Keep oil burner tips clean. 
Cover long heat lines in cellar with 
asbestos. Clean the fire pot, the 
smoke pipes and all interior metal 

Turn electric Ian on radiator to 
circulate air. 

parts -of furnace. Replace broken 
or warped grates. Check steam lines 
for water pockets. Get plumber 
to drain and balance your hot 
water system for equal circulation 
of heat to all rooms on both sides. 

Coal-saving tips? A deep fire 
bed from grate to fire door saves 
more fuel than a shallow bed. A 
mechanical stoker and • a; thermo-
static control that prevents over-
heating are coal savers. Banked 
fires, which reduce temperature to 
prevent overheating of house, save 
coal. If your house is going to be 
empty during the day, bank fires 
in the tnoming. Closed dampers in 
heating pipes that lead to unused 
rooms—and keeping doors to these 
rooms shut—will save fuel.
